1. Annual report; what's needed. (Alan, 5 mins)

Alan will send an email soon to ask for content.  The report needs to be sent to NCAS by 1st June.  Lots of content has already been produced in one form or another, but may need to be expanded for the report.  2 – 10 highlights are needed for FGAM.

2. NCAS Implementation plan; what's needed. (Alan, 5 mins)

A document is to be prepared which will allocate FGAM activities to the central NCAS themes and activities.  Alan will send an email soon to ask for information about this.

3. FGAM Publications and other content on the web. (Jim and Alan, 10 mins)


Dan at Leeds has prepared a database of all NCAS publications including FGAM ones which we need to update regularly.  From this we can extract FGAM publication lists rather than asking for the same information time and time again.  Alan Blyth has prepared a table detailing the h-indeces etc.. for some of the FGAM instruments.  Jim Hopkins will post this on the website under “FGAM outputs” for all to see and fill in their gaps. 5. Upcoming projects (Jim; 5 mins)

Disturbance of the FAAM aircraft schedule (due to the Volcanic Ash plume) was discussed.  Still no confirmed dates for the Clearflo campaign ground intensives.

The SAMBBA project is still planning to go ahead, but there are potentially issues with permissions and other complications so it may not happen.
